Bokoshe Fly Ash Issues, Questions and Answers
Issue No 1.   Oklahoma Department of Mines (ODM) is permitting MMHF, LLC to build a mountain of fly ash.  They call it a mine reclamation project. On this trip you will see it is not a reclamation project.  Why does ODM let this continue?

Issue No. 2.	Oklahoma Corporation Commission, (OCC) permits MMHF to dump saltwater from oil and gas wells on the fly ash. OCC’s regulations and MMHF’s permit say a saltwater pit cannot be within 3 miles of an incorporated town. On this trip you will see the pit is less than 2 miles from Bokoshe. Why does OCC let this continue?
Issue No. 3. For at least a year ODM and ODEQ took no action to stop MMHF from releasing polluted water into surrounding streams. EPA ordered MMHF to stop the pollution. You will see the pollution continues. Why do ODM, ODEQ and EPA let this continue?
Issue No. 4.	 For 7 years ODEQ did not enforce the law that requires MMHF to control fly ash dust. ODEQ will not investigate health impacts of these 7 years of violations. On this trip you will learn of the respiratory problems and cancer in Bokoshe. Why doesn’t ODEQ study the health impacts?
